e In August 2023, on a year-over-year basis, the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for Whitehorse increased
4.6% (figures for Yukon are not available); for Canada, the CPI increased 4.0%.

e In the second quarter of 2023, the total value of Yukon real estate transactions was $120.9 million, a
decrease of $36.8 million, or 23.3%, compared to the second quarter of 2022 ($157.6 million).

e Comparing September 2023 to September 2022, the price of gold (SCAD/troy 0z.) increased by 9.9%
from $2,304.80 to $2,535.23.
