Yukon Population Projections, 2024 to 2045
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Yukon’s population is projected to grow during the next 21 years (2024 to 2045). However, the average annual 
growth rate is likely to slow over this period.
In 2045, depending on the projection scenario, Yukon’s projected population is likely to be within range from a 
low of 55,150 to a high of 80,340. Based on the most likely scenario (Preferred Projection), Yukon’s population is 
projected to reach 67,200 in 2045. This would represent a compound annual growth rate of 1.8% between 2023 
and 2045.
The term “Preferred Projection” refers to the projection model that the Yukon Bureau of Statistics considers to be 
the most likely scenario. Details are provided in the methodology note on page 1 of the Population Projections, 
2024-2045 report, available at https://yukon.ca/en/population-projections-2024-2045 .
