I have the honour to Ssubmit the Eighth Annual Financial Report of tae
Local Revenues of the Yukon Territory for the year ending June 30th, 1906.

‘We began the fiscal year on July 1st, 1905, with a debit balance of
$24,530.37. The revenue for the year from all sources was $371,476.49; the
'expenditure $308,849.47, a surplus for the year of ©$62,627,02, enabling us to
wipe out the deficit of $24,530.37 and leave a net balance on hand of $38,-
096.65.
