LABOUR IN PLACER MINING OPERATIONS.

No person shall be employed in or about any placer
mining operations in the Yukon Territory for a longar
period than eight hcurs in any twenty-fecur hours, except
that when shifts change such person may be employed for
whatever longer-period may be necessary to make the
change.

‘by any such pcrson, at the rate to be  agreed upen
in writing between employer and employee.
